Minutes of the DDA meeting on February 12, 2007

Chairman Upton called the meeting to order at 12:10 P.M.

Nielsen moved and Colvin seconded a motion to approve the minutes of January 8, 2007. The motion passed by a vote of all of the members present.

The Road Committee meeting notes from the meeting of January 25, 2007 were received and filed.

Washtenaw County Road Commission Report:

Del Vecchio reported that the following actions were completed since the last meeting:

Three offers were made. Two offers were accepted. Four counter offers were received. One condemnation was filed. One more condemnation will be filed shortly. Three items will go to the next ZBA meeting for variance approval.

Del Vecchio proceeded to go through the Jackson Road Phase III parcel acquisition status report and update the Board on each property. 

There was some discussion of the Honey Creek Development 

Money that has been offered, but not accepted, on some properties will be placed in escrow until there is closure on the ROW. There was some discussion about attorney involvement with several property owners.

Siddall said construction phasing needs reevaluation, mainly due to the problems with the sanitary sewer replacement. Many options have been evaluated and a plan formulated. There needs to be decisions made as to how the sewer construction cost will be divided between the DDA and the Township. A meeting will be set up to discuss and decide on the funding. Siddall will take the lead and set up the meeting.

Wagner Road from Liberty to Jackson will be widened to three lanes and include bicycle paths. It will be a class “A” road and completed by mid to late fall.

Landscape Consultants Report:

Hedberg made a correction to last month’s Road Committee report saying that the enhancement grants request had not yet gone out, but it was ready to be submitted. Siddall will add data and the proposal will go to the WCRC Board in February.

Hedberg is going for Jackson Boulevard maintenance bids for 2007, 2008 and 2009.this week.

Chairman’s Report:

Upton reviewed the comments made by Mr. Cox the consultant from the Greenway Collaborative Group at the Road Committee meeting. Mr. Cox said that crossovers should be available to everyone and that the Township should have a plan in place. Crosswalks should be planned with bus service in mind. 

Upton also discussed the request from the Planning Commission for comments on the planned survey.

Township Manager’s Report: 

. Fecho mentioned that the timing of the DDA bond issue was good rate wise.  The Township will probably go out for bonds this year and it would be best if the DDA bonded in 2008.

Fecho discussed runs by the Fire Department. He handed out maps showing where fire runs were made and a chart showing what the response tines were for all sections of the Township. There was some cross discussion about the fire information, which was presented.
