

















In order to minimize the risk of future flooding damage and increased
flooding downstream from these tributaries, development is regulated within
the 100-year floodplain areas.

Woodlands

Significant woodlands exist in the Huron River corridor, Mill Creek, and many
of the headwater tributaries of Honey Creek (Figure 17). Many of these
wooded areas exist in association with wetlands that remained intact
because those land areas held little agricultural value. Small networks of
interconnected tree rows and woodlots exist in a number of places
throughout the Township, and provide habitat, habitat linkages, and scenic
features.

Farmland

Significant concentrations of active farmlands are found in Scio Township
with a number of properties currently enrolled in the P.A. 116 Farmland
Preservation Program. This program allows landowners to enter in an
agreement with the state to put a temporary restriction on their land by
preserving it for agriculture in exchange for certain tax benefits and
exemptions for various special assessments.

Over the years, some of the farmland has been converted to residential and
other uses. The remaining active farmland is located in the western portion of
the Township and in scattered, relatively non-contiguous pockets throughout
the Township. Figure 18 illustrates the properties enrolled in the P.A. 116
Farmland Preservation Program.

Historic and Scenic Resources

Much of Scio was settled in the nineteenth-century and included three
settlements: Scio, Delhi Mills, and the Village of Dexter. Scio is an early
community located about midway between Delhi Mills and Dexter, which was
platted in 1835 and included a mill and post office. Delhi Mills is an
unincorporated community in the northeast corner of the Township and was
platted in 1836. Aside from these centers, much of the Township was farmed
with wheat as the leading crop followed by corn, barley, oats, and clove.

Scio Township is committed to preserving its local history. The Delhi bridge,
which spans the Huron River at Delhi Mills, was designated in 2007 by the
Washtenaw County Historic District Commission, and listed on the National
Register of Historic Places in 2008. The bridge is significant because it is a
single span, pratt through truss wrought iron bridge. It is the only bridge in
Michigan with a local historic designation. The bridge is currently being
rehabilitated due to the combined efforts of the Washtenaw County Road
Commission, Delhi Conservancy, and the Scio Township Board of Trustees.
Scio Township established a special assessment district to generate funds to
assist in the bridge rehabilitation. The Township has also taken steps to
protect and preserve Gordon Hall, a local historic district. The house and
property span Webster and Scio Townships and derive its significance from
its architecture and association with local pioneer and abolitionist Judge
Samuel W. Dexter.

Other properties located in Scio Township are listed on the Washtenaw
County historic resources database known as HistWeb. In addition,
according to the Historical Society of Michigan, Scio currently includes four
active centennial farms.

Scenic vistas are prevalent throughout Scio Township along many of the
local roads. Views of special significance include the vistas along Huron
River Drive and the views associated with the two Metroparks.

Farmland
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Community Facilities and Services
Government Facilities

Scio residents are represented by an elected seven member board consisting
of three officers and four trustees — all of which are elected every four years.
Limited by law in the amount of taxes that can be levied without voter
approval, Township officials must be creative in delivering quality services
with the least possible burden to taxpayers. The Scio Township administrative
offices are located in Scio Township Hall on Zeeb Road, north of 1-94. The
Western Washtenaw County Service Center as well as the County Road
Commission offices are located immediately south of Scio Township Hall.

Police and Fire Services

The Scio Township fire station is located on North Zeeb Road. The Fire
Department has no dedicated funding and is paid entirely from the Township
general fund. The Township has a full-time fire chief, three full-time fire
fighters (one position is currently opened), one part-time fire fighter, and
currently has 16 “paid-on-call” fire fighters. The Fire Department has a person
on duty at the fire station at all time.

The Washtenaw County Sheriff's Department serves the Township law
enforcement and public safety needs. A four-year contract was approved in
2006. The Township receives services from five deputies as well as
supervisory, administrative, and support services. In 2005, deputies
responded to 4,884 calls for assistance amounting to about 798 calls per
deputy or about one call for every four residents of the Township.

The Scio Township Public Safety Study Committee is reviewing the
Township’s needs for police and fire fighter services and recommending how
best to get these needed services for the right cost. This Committee was
appointed to study these issues after voters defeated a public safety millage
special assessment district in 2006. In November 2008, the voters agreed to
the creation of a special assessment district under Public Act 33 of 1951, as
amended, for meeting the costs and expenses of fire and EMS services. The
area covered by this assessment includes all real property parcels that are
located outside of the Village of Dexter and are not exempt from property tax.
The actual amount to be assessed is determined annually by the Township
Board of Trustees with a maximum levy of .9 mills.

Water, Wastewater, Utilities, and Solid Waste

The majority of the Township land area relies on individual on-site wastewater
disposal systems. Although Scio provides public wastewater disposal within
designated sewer service areas, there are no plans for expansion in the
future. The areas currently served by sanitary sewers include Jackson Road
and the Washtenaw Intermediate School district. The Township contracts with
the City of Ann Arbor to treat wastewater. The Township Utilities Department
is responsible for all maintenance and operations. There is currently
insufficient capacity to provide services to all the property owners who are
within the original special assessment district, some of whom have not yet
developed their property. A Sanitary Sewer Study Committee has been
charged with exploring various alternatives to create additional sewer capacity
for the Township and make recommendations to resolve the current capacity
issues.

Scio Township‘s water system generally follows the sanitary sewer district
boundaries. The Township contracts with the City of Ann Arbor for water
services and also owns and maintains a single water tower located in the
central portion of the Township north of Jackson Road. The Township has
adopted both a water master plan and a sanitary sewer master plan.
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With the exception of the storm sewer operated by the Washtenaw County
Road Commission on Jackson Road, there are no storm sewer systems in
Scio. Open ditches and culverts service most of the Township. Surface runoff
is eventually discharged into the various creeks and into the Huron River. In
2002, Scio Township worked with the State of Michigan to implement Phase
Il stormwater management requirements to alleviate the negative
environmental impact of stormwater discharge. In 2004, Scio applied for and
obtained a Certificate of Coverage under Michigan Department of
Environmental Quality jurisdiction-based permit. The document that guides
Scio Township stormwater management efforts is the Stormwater
Management Program. It contains a number of action items to address public
education, illicit discharge elimination, post construction stormwater
management plan, pollution prevention, and good housekeeping practices.

Scio maintains a list of “preferred hauler” for solid waste collection and
recycling which residents are free to use.

Public Transportation

Scio Township has a bus route provided by the Ann Arbor Transportation
Authority (AATA) stopping at Wagner and Jackson roads since August 2008.
In addition, the DDA is now financing a trial “flex” bus service, through
People’'s Express and along Jackson Road, which connects the AATA
terminus at Wagner Road with Scio Farms Estates, west of Steabler Road.

Since Washtenaw County became eligible for community development block
grant in 2006, Scio Township also participates in an on-demand door-to-door
transportation service for income qualified people, through People’s Express,
which is operated by Northfield Human Services.

Downtown Development Authority

Scio Township has an active Downtown Development Authority (DDA) that
generates revenue through tax increment financing and bond sales. The
DDA includes the Jackson Road corridor area and focuses its attention on
public improvements of the district which result in the enhancement of
existing business activity and stimulation of new private investments, thus
promoting economic growth. The Authority has made a number of
improvements in the district particularly with the Jackson Road boulevard
project.

The Scio Township Downtown Development and Tax Increment Financing
Plan was recently updated in 2006. It provides for the continuing acquisition,
construction, and financing of streets, sidewalks, streetscape, parking
improvements and other facilities needed in the Downtown Development
Authority district.

Schools

The Township is currently served by two public school districts: Dexter
Community Schools and Ann Arbor Public Schools. Dexter High School is
located on the northwest side of Scio while the new Ann Arbor Skyline High
School is immediately adjacent to the Township on the east. There are also
other schools located in the Village of Dexter including Bates, Wylie, and
Cornerstone elementary schools and Creekside Intermediate School.

The Township contains two private schools and the Washtenaw Intermediate
District. Daycroft Montessori School is located immediately north of the
municipal facilities found on Zeeb Road and Christian Montessori School is
located on Jackson Road, east of Zeeb Road. The Washtenaw County
Intermediate School District is located on the east side of Wagner, just north
of Scio Church Road.
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Parks, Open Spaces, and Recreation

While Scio Township does not currently own or operate any parks, it
contains a variety of publicly-owned preserves, open spaces, and private
recreational facilities as depicted on Figure 19.

Public Parks and Preserves

The Huron-Clinton Metroparks, located along the Huron River in the northern
portion of the Township, represent the community’s largest parks. These
areas occupy a significant portion of the riparian zone around the Huron
River. Dexter-Huron Metropark covers a heavily wooded 122-acre area and
Delhi Metropark covers a 53-acre area. Picnic areas, playground equipment,
softball diamonds, and canoe launch areas are provided at both parks. River
fishing is also common at both.

Washtenaw County owns a number of parks and preserves in Scio
Township. Osborne Mill Park contains 39 acres (15 acres are within Scio
Township) and is located south of Delhi Metropark. It is a nature preserve
with nature trails. The DeVine Preserve contains 137 acres of substantial
woodlands and wetlands and is located on Liberty Road west of Zeeb Road.
It was acquired under the Natural Areas Preservation Program. The Burns-
Stokes Preserve, a 29-acre natural area, is located on Liberty Road. It was
also acquired through the Natural Areas program. Public access for passive
recreation and environmental education is allowed in these preserves. In
addition, Scio Township has partnered with the City of Ann Arbor and
o~ Washtenaw County to purchase the Fox County Preserve and Scio Church
Woods. Washtenaw County Parks and Recreation owns and manages these

A 44-acre property located on Dexter-Ann Arbor Road west of Wagner Road
is planned for a future City of Ann Arbor park. The property will be owned,
developed, and operated by the City. The park will be developed with soccer
fields and a disk golf course, and will contain a preserved wooded area,
hiking trails, and a picnic shelter.

Saginaw Forest is an 80-acre property owned by the University of Michigan
and containing Third Sister Lake. It is available to the public during certain
hours for walking along designated trails. Saginaw Forest is a field research
area for demonstration of forest and sustainable ecosystem management for
the University of Michigan’s School of Natural Resources and Environment,
and other units of the University of Michigan. Forest planting started in 1903
and resulted in 47 acres of forest plantings including both native and exotic
species.

Conservation Easements and PDR Properties

Following the 2004 approved millage fund for land preservation, Scio

. Township formed a Land Preservation Commission to implement the

Saginaw Forest o , Township land preservation program. This program allows the Township to
Source: University of Michigan, SNRE Website a0t hoth farm and non-farm open space as well as to develop parks,
recreational opportunities, and trails. The millage provides the Township with
matching funds with which to participate in land preservation efforts with
other programs and partnerships such as the Washtenaw County Natural
Areas Preservation Program and the City of Ann Arbor Greenbelt Program.

Several properties along Parker Road have been protected by purchase of
development rights (PDR) agreements. The Manny, Parker, and Davenport
properties have been protected under PDR purchases through the state
farmland preservation program, and will remain in an undeveloped,
agricultural condition as a result of the PDR.
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The farm properties have received large grant awards from the federal Farm
and Ranchlands Protection Program as well as a recent award from the
State of Michigan. The Botsford property is a conservation easement and
another joint project with the City of Ann Arbor which provides public access
to a mature woodland for passive recreation use.

The Township, in 2004, has developed an Open Space and Greenway Plan
which provides for a coordinated system for the preservation of parkland and
open spaces in the Township. More recently, in February 2008, the first
Township Park, Recreation, and Open Space Master Plan was adopted to
guide the future development of parks, open spaces, and recreation facilities
in Scio.

Private Recreation Facilities and Open Spaces

Private open spaces and facilities in Scio Township include the Ann Arbor
Country Club, the Liberty Athletic Club, the Huron Valley Swim Club, and the
Polo Fields Golf and Country Club. Although they are not open to the public,
they preserve natural features. For example, the Ann Arbor Country Club
property, which abuts the Huron River Corridor, complements the protection
of natural features provided by the nearby HCMA properties. Many open
spaces have also been preserved in some of the Township’s residential
developments. Country French Estates, Arbor Pointe, Kirkway of Scio, and
Dexter Crossing include private parks and open spaces.

Trails and Greenways

The Huron-Clinton Metropark Authority (HCMA) and Washtenaw County of
Parks and Recreation have been working to establish a continuous
greenway along the Huron River, which will traverse Scio Township. As
envisioned by HCMA and Washtenaw County Parks, this border-to-border
trail will ultimately allow pedestrian and bicycle travel to communities and
recreational facilities from the City of Ypsilanti and Ann Arbor to the Village of
Dexter and the Pinckney State Recreation Area. Given its length and
regional significance, the Huron River greenway is considered a primary
ecological, pedestrian, and open space corridor. The Village of Dexter also
envisions a greenway along Mill Creek and a trail connection from the
Border-to-Border Trail to Warrior Creek Park south to Dexter Gardens and
Baker Road.

The City of Ann Arbor has an extensive system of non-motorized pathways
which are contiguous to Scio on the east. A network of trails is located from
Liberty Road to Saginaw Forest through Burr Oak Park, Lakewood, and
Dolph Nature Area. According to the City of Ann Arbor Non-Motorized Plan,
there are also sidewalks located along the following roadways: on both sides
of Scio Ridge Road, on the north side of Liberty Road, on the east side of
Wagner Road from Scio Church Road to Jackson Road, and on the west
side of Wagner Road from Jackson Road to Dexter-Ann Arbor Road.
Jackson Road also includes a bicycle lane from Wagner to Zeeb roads.

The Washtenaw County Road Commission has also accommodated a three-
foot wide paved shoulder on many Township roads to allow safe bicycle use.
These roads include Dexter-Ann Arbor Road, Baker Road, Zeeb Road from
Liberty to Miller roads, Wagner Road from Liberty to Jackson roads, and
Jackson Road from Zeeb Road to the western Township limits. Figure 19
illustrates all these trails and pathways as well as the potential future links as
described by the 2004 Scio Township Pathway Plan, the 2006 Regional
Trails and Greenways Vision for Washtenaw County, and the 2006 Non-
Motorized Plan for Washtenaw County.

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Transportation Network

Scio Township is linked to the region by highway 1-94, which runs east-west
with access at Zeeb and Baker roads. M-14 branches off northward around
the City of Ann Arbor. Within Scio, the most important roads include Jackson
Road, Baker Road, Zeeb Road, Dexter-Ann Arbor Road, and Huron River
Drive. These roads provide access to the adjacent communities and the
surrounding region. The remainder of the road system is composed of
county primary roads and local residential roads.

The division created by the expressway separates the northern half of the
Township from the southern half. Only four roads cross the six-mile length of
[-94 through the Township. 1-94 and Jackson Road are under the jurisdiction
of the Michigan of Transportation. While the Scio Township DDA and federal
grants have funded the Jackson Road improvements, all other primary and
local roads are maintained by the Washtenaw County Road Commission
with the State Motor Vehicle Highway Fund.

Scio Church (remainder),
Parker Road (Scio Church to Jackson) and
Joy Road.

A number of roads in the Township exhibit tree-canopied scenery. The
Township includes two natural beauty roads: Tubbs and Marshall roads. As
mentioned earlier, several roads also have a wide paved shoulder allowing
safe bicycle use of the roadways. These roads include Dexter-Ann Arbor
Road, Baker Road, Zeeb Road from Liberty to Miller roads, Wagner Road
from Liberty to Jackson roads, and Jackson Road from Zeeb Road to the
western Township limits.

Scio, along with several other Washtenaw County communities, belongs to
the Washtenaw Area Transportation Study (WATS), an organization
coordinating regional transportation planning. WATS is responsible for
monitoring the conditions of county roads, bicycle and pedestrian paths,
airports, and public transit systems.

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INTRODUCTION

Background

In accord with the Michigan Township Planning Act (PA 168 of 1959, as amended) Scio Township
has initiated a full review of its General Development Plan. Although minor revisions to the plan

have been undertaken over the past several years, the previous full Master Plan review was adopted
in 1996.

Scio Township has a diverse set of neighborhoods and smaller communities within its 36 square
miles. Two corridors divide the township into four clear sectors, each with very different
characteristics. Jackson Road (East/West) and Zeeb Road (North/South) cut the township in half
crossing each other in the center. Jackson Road constitutes a special sub-area containing Scio’s main
business and commercial enterprises. Finally, large portions of Dexter Village are also part of Scio.
Because these six areas of the township have very different characteristics and future needs, the
Planning Commission, with the approval of the Board of Trustees, decided to identify these sub-
areas specifically in the Master Plan review process, and in the final resulting Master Plan. The
areas are:

Jackson Road Corridor

Huron River Sub-Area (northeast sector)

* Mill Creek Sub-Area (northwest sector)

Honey Creek Sub-Area (southwest sector)

Sister Lakes Sub-Area (southeast sector, including Arbor Pointe and Country French)

* Dexter Village Sub-Area

Map of Master Planning Sub-Areas
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Gathering public opinion regarding township issues is a key component in developing a new master
development plan for the township. The township is using two processes to gather public input.
The first is a survey of resident opinion. The second is public “planning fairs” where residents can
view background information about the township and review the results from the resident survey,
and then discuss visions and opportunities for the future.

Overview of Research

The Planning Commission chose to follow a “scientific” protocol in conducting this research project,
so that the results could be projected to Scio’s population as a whole. Key components of the
research program:

Input from Township stakeholders in designing the questionnaire.

Questionnaire length not more than four pages.

A randomized sample of 3,000 drawn from the list of active registered voters.

Sample proportionate to the percent of registered voters in each sub-area of the Township.
Targeted response rate of 50% with 1,500 in the final sample, so that all sub-areas would
have enough respondents to be statistically stable in analysis.

Practices known to increase response, such as pre- and post-survey postcards, respondent
follow-up and widespread publicity.

Public response to this survey was extremely strong. Once the undeliverable surveys were
subtracted from the mail-out count, leaving 2794 who actually received surveys, the response rate
reached the targeted 50%. The survey was in the field from March 28 through May 1, at which
point field data collection was closed. By May 1, 1418 surveys had been received and these
comprise the database for determining results.

The sub-area in which the people on the sample list live was included in the records for the sample,
along with their age and gender. This information made it possible to assign responses to the
particular sub-areas of the Township. It also allowed the survey committee to check that the
response demographics corresponded to the demographics of the mail-out sample, which was
randomly selected. The final sample of respondents corresponded fairly well to the mail-out.

* The gender ratio of males to females matched within a percentage point.
A lower percentage of Jackson Corridor voters responded (37%), while voters in the
northeast and southwest sub-areas both responded at higher rates than the total, with a 58%
response rate in both areas.
Respondents were slightly older on average than the mail-out sample, leaving registered
voters under age 35 slightly underrepresented.

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Profile of Respondents

Respondents to the survey are slightly older than the random sample from the active voter

registration list that was chosen for the mail-out.

o Average age of respondents is 52 compared with 48 on the mail-out sample.

o 69% is age 45 or older versus 58% on the mail-out sample.

o There is virtually no difference in the gender split of respondents versus the mail-out

sample, with 54% female and 46% male.
On average, respondents have lived in Scio Township 14.9 years.

Average household size of the respondents is 2.82 people.

o 38% have children under age 18 living at home with them.
o 17% have adults over age 65 in the household.

o 61% live in the Ann Arbor school district.

Respondents are 79% married/coupled and 21% single.
o 88% live in a single family home.
o 95% own their residences.

Respondents are highly educated:
o 25% have BA/BS degrees as their highest education level achieved.
o 49% have post-baccalaureate degrees.

Most respondents are employed near-by or are not employed:
11% is employed in Scio.

39% is employed in Ann Arbor.

9% is employed elsewhere in Washtenaw County.

14% is employed in the Detroit Metro Area.

1% is employed in some other area.

25% is not employed (many indicated they were retired.)

Respondents are fairly wealthy:
o 53% had 2006 pre-tax household incomes over $100,000.
o 30% had pre-tax household incomes between $50,000 and $99,999.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Scio Township planning commission sponsored a resident survey as the first step in its full
review of the General Development Plan for Scio. The survey was sent to a randomized sample of
3,000 drawn from Scio’s active registered voters. Just over 50% of the sample responded (after
undeliverable surveys were subtracted) for a sample base of 1418 respondents. A summary of key
findings from this survey is presented below.

1. Satisfaction with Scio Township

Township residents are very satisfied with their overall quality of life in Scio. Almost nine in
ten say that Scio’s quality of life is “Very Good” or “Excellent.” Those saying their quality
of life is “Not Good” represent less than 1%.

Slightly more than half of residents indicate they are satisfied with various factors that affect
quality of life — variety of shopping and restaurants and access to entertainment.
Dissatisfaction is stronger on these factors than on the overall township rating — in particular,
people are less satisfied with the variety of restaurants.

The “Sense of community identity” rating does not fare well. Four in ten say they are neutral
on the subject and 12% say it is not important.

2. Open Space, Parks and Recreation

Roughly four in ten Scio residents are satisfied with the township’s performance on a variety
of items relating to preservation of open spaces, clean water, farms and natural resources.

On average, voters would allocate  of Proposal J funds to the purchase of lands or interests
in land that provide open and view spaces in the township without public access (e.g. farm
lands, natural preserves). They would then allocate the other half of the funds to natural
preserves with public access and lands for parks.

A large majority of residents thinks that Scio needs additional public parks. Areas that
appear underserved with respect to parks are the more urban sectors in the southern half of
the township, especially the Jackson Corridor and Sister Lakes.

Scio’s residents actively use the parks that are currently available — 85% used a public park
in the past 12 months. An even higher percentage of residents say they or their family
members participate in some form of recreation or exercise activity.

Despite active participation in exercise and recreation activities and a strong interest in having
more public parks in Scio, residents do not strongly favor an increase in property taxes to
provide these parks.

3. Jackson Road Corridor and Economic Development

Residents generally support the planning principle of concentrating commercial development
along the Jackson Road Corridor and retail enterprises at the three major intersections
(Wagner, Zeeb and Baker Roads.)

Perspectives regarding specifics of how Jackson should develop are more diverse, except that
four in ten want large scale (warehouse) shopping venues and four in ten do not.
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Ratings of economic factors affecting Scio are mixed, and about one in five does not know
how to rate these issues.

Residents are clear that they would like the township to pursue economic development and
job creation actively — more than two-thirds say “Yes” to this question.

4. Planning Scio’s Future

A “Sense of Community” is a non-issue for most Scio residents. Residents are generally
negative towards the idea of developing a Town Center — four in ten say “No” to the concept,
and a quarter say they “Don’t Know.”

Should a Town Center be developed, however, residents would like it to be a mixed-use plan
that includes residences, government offices and township services as well as local shopping.
Nearly two-thirds say it should not be a “regional shopping venue.”

Opinions diverge regarding whether a Town Center should extend across [-94 to North Zeeb
Road, with those in the northern half of the township more likely to be against such an
expansion than people living south of 1-94.

Most residents would not favor increasing property taxes to pay for public facilities that
might be included in a Town Center, such as a senior center or a community sports and
recreation center.

Just under half of residents would like their neighborhoods to stay as they are now. Another
four in ten would accept minor, appropriate changes to their neighborhoods. Only Jackson
Corridor residents say that big changes may be needed to integrate new developments and
residences in their neighborhood.

About half of Scio residents thinks that small increases in property taxes may be needed to
pay for a few additional public services. Just over a third thinks that keeping taxes low
should be a priority in the township.

5. Public Safety

Scio residents feel safe in Scio. Nine out of ten people say the safety of the township and
their neighborhood is “Very Good” or “Excellent.” People are more likely to rate their
neighborhoods as “Excellent” on safety than to give the township an “Excellent” rating.
Half of residents say the level of police protection is “About Right,” but four in ten say it is
“Too Little.” Jackson Corridor residents are more likely to say there is “Too Little” police
protection than residents of other sectors.

Scio’s residents are comfortable with the level of fire protection in the township. Eight in ten
say it is “About Right.”

Just over half of Scio’s residents have not had to use any of our safety services at all. Police
service was more often called upon than fire or EMT.

A couple of respondents questioned the township’s ability to respond to large scale
emergencies, wondering if there were a plan in place to handle disasters.
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6. Transportation and Roadways

On ratings of satisfaction with road management, residents give “Accommodations for
pedestrians . . . bicyclists” the lowest ratings. Most road management issues receive an
“Adequate” satisfaction rating — not excellent, but not bad either.

There is strong support for developing a network of bike trails in the township (67% say
Yes), and modest support for providing bus service along Jackson Road (42% say Yes.) But,
if a Jackson Road bus service were provided, almost 70% of residents say they would never
use it. Almost two-thirds of residents do not favor increasing property taxes to pay for
Jackson Road bus service.

7. Other Issues
* Residents are aware of the Township’s main communications vehicle — the Scio Info

newsletter — and about two-thirds are satisfied with it. Almost half of residents do not know

how to evaluate the Township’s web site. It is possible that most of these residents have not

experienced the site.

High percentages of residents say they do not know how to evaluate the Scio recycling

service or Scio’s enforcement of ordinances, codes & regulations.

Residents get their information about Scio events and issues directly from Scio Info, from the

Ann Arbor News or from friends. The Dexter Leader is not a notable source of information

about Scio for most residents.

8. Comments of Scio Residents

Of the 1418 respondents, 1010 included comments on their surveys; 33 attached separate
sheets with handwritten or typed comments. Such a response speaks to the high level of
community interest in this survey.
Traffic and roadway issues stimulated by far the most comments, with 397 separate
observations — 28.0% of all survey respondents.
Other issues of high concern among respondents:

o Density-overdevelopment and sprawl — 217 mentions (15.3%)
Open space and rural character of Scio — 162 mentions (11.4%)
Paths for bicycling and walking — 153 mentions (10.8%)
Tax issues — 120 mentions (8.5%)
Protection of woodlands, water and natural resources — 119 mentions (8.4%)
Jackson Corridor and economic issues — 114 mentions (8.0%)
